As to
his explanation as there is a deficit in budget allocation, the university is working in
income generating activities planning to cover 25% of its annual budget by the
enterprise. Thus, the university established Menkorer Agro Industry Enterprise. The
Enterprise is working in animals production in dairy products, fattening cattle, and
crops production by taking 1080 hectares of land from Baso Liben Woreda Wontu
Kebele and Machakile Woreda Yewla kebele.

Ato Bekalu Yitayew, Menkorer Agro Industry Enterprise Animals professional on his
part says that dairy production activity was started by 23 female calves bought from
Haramaya University and their numbers increases to 48 having 25. Newly born calves
from the earlier ones. . Now a days they are giving 175-200 liters of milk per day and
these is being sold to the community in a minimum price. Besides to this, animal
science students are taking practical trainings and conducting researches in the

enterprise.

Finally, Addis Ababa Amhara Females” association Members express that they could
have a clear understanding about the university through a photo symposium made by
Corporate Communication Directorate including brief explanation about its
establishment, development of staffs, activities done in the teaching-learning, research
and community service wings Moreover, They express their happiness over the activities
they watched in the university as there is improvement and development.
